8a.m. to 6p.m. Mountain time 

9a.m. to 7p.m. Central time 

10a.m. to 8p.m. Eastern time 

You have the right to vote if 
you are: 
 A Canadian citizen. 

 18 years or older Election Day. 

 A Nunavut resident for at least a 
year on Election Day. 

 Not disqualified from voting. 

 By-election: A resident of the 
constituency when the CEO issues 
the writ.
