You MUST apply to get a special 
ballot kit. 

 Contact Elections Nunavut to 
get an application form: 
phone, fax, email, website. 

 Apply as soon as you know 
about the election. 

 Receive a special ballot kit if 
Elections Nunavut approves 
your application. 

 Follow the directions in the kit 
and mail your ballot early. 

 

For your ballot to count it MUST 
reach Elections Nunavut in Rankin 
Inlet by 5p.m. on Election Day. 

You have the right to vote if 
you are: 
 A Canadian citizen. 

 18 years or older Election Day. 

 A Nunavut resident for at least a 
year on Election Day. 

 Not disqualified from voting. 

 By-election: A resident of the 
constituency when the CEO issues 
the writ.
